When Guglielmo Marconi christened his daughter 'Elettra', he can hardly have imagined her name would be immortalised as one of his company's most successful products!.

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This pedigree of excellence made the presentation in Hungary a predictable success which drew high levels of interest from all concerned.

Introducing the Marconi Group and the Mobile Radio business fell to Paolo Bxxxxxx, Regional Sales Manager.  Explaining the details of TETRA and the ins-and-outs of 'Elettra' was Bid Manager, Luca Gxxxx.

Roberto Rxxxx, Product Marketing Manager, outlined possible 'Elettra' applications such as AVL (Automatic Vehicle Location), telemedicine, data and image transmission and so on, whilst a full demonstration of the system functions and all its applications was given by Technical Demonstrator, Riccardo Mxxxxxx.

All in all, TETRA Day in Budapest was a great success for which many thanks must go to the co-ordinating skills of Communications Assistant, Annamaria Pxxxxxx.
